Invigilator at any University examination or Chairman of the Board of Examiners, and to
punish such misconduct or malpractice, after due enquiry as it considers fit and
appropriate by exclusion of such student from any course of study in a College or
Umversity Department, or from anmy University examination or from any convocation for
conferring Degrees, either permanently or for a specified period, or by the cancellation of
the University examination for which he appeared, or by the deprivation of any University
scholarship held by him or by cancellation of any University Certificate, Diploma or
degree or prize or medal gained fraudulently.

(2) The Syndicate shall also take cognisance of any malpractice indulged in by any
member of the staff of the University or College or by any Superintendent at examinations
or by any examiner and take appropriate action thereon.
