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NORMS AND GUIDELINES FOR STARTING COMMUNITY COLLEGE 

           The Bharathiar University launched the Community College System in April 2007 and institutionalized the same as a statutory institution, named, Community College Consultancy Centre (CCCC). Community college is considered to be an alternative system of Education.  It has been started in India in 1995. 
            The Vision of the Community College is to empower the disadvantaged and the underprivileged.  

Imparting them appropriate skills development program and making them gainfully employed.  

The major aim is to restore the human right to education denied to the unreached to earn their livelihood. 

It is expected to promote job oriented, work related skills-based and life coping education.  

It mainly concentrates on the urban poor, rural poor, tribal poor and the women.

The establishment of community college: The establishment of the Community Colleges should be preceded by an extensive analysis on the need and availability of the employment opportunities of the local area and also of the social needs of the community. 

          The Community College can be a Multi-Campus Reality and it is the skill based education going to the people instead of the community moving towards this kind of education.

 An organization which is non-commercial, non-profit making and service-minded and not individuals alone should be issued NOC to start Community Colleges. A Community College should be run only by   Registered Societies/ Trusts rooted in Community Based Activities that have public interest and service mindedness at heart. These agencies should have credibility and reputation in distinguished service to the society and particularly to the people of the locality with a minimum period of five years of proven service. This agency shall submit the Trust Deed copy and other related documents along with the application.

 The agency starting the Community College must submit to the University at the time of application itself evidence of tie-up with Industries and other organizations with the employment potential where internship and hands on experience will be provided. 

          The curriculum of the Community colleges: In order to rope in the disadvantaged persons,  the Community College System envisages access, flexibility in curriculum and teaching methodology, cost effectiveness and equal opportunity in collaboration with industrial, commercial and service sector of the local area and responding to the social needs  and issues of the local community, internship and job placement within the local area, promotion of self-employment and small business development, declaration of competence and eligibility for employment. The Curriculum of the Community College has four distinct parts.  The four specific parts are:

          Life Skills, 

          Work Skills, 

          Internship and 

          Preparation for Employment.

  In view of this unique character, the Community College system should develop an autonomous and independent structure. Autonomy would help the process of modernization, improve standards of education, design curricula, evolve methods of teaching, learning and evaluation, frame specific rules for admission and prescribe own courses of study. Hence, the Community College system is contemplated to be self-financing keeping in mind the target groups.

Proposed Programs to be conducted in Community College System

The Bharathiar University initially plans to approve the following skill oriented Programs

Conditions for Approval of the Community College
The Bharathiar University prescribes the following specific conditions to get the Approval for starting the Community College.

(a) The institution/organization applies for the approval to start the community College to conduct courses\programs should be recognized or registered under the Act of Government of Tamil Nadu such as, Societies Act, Registration under the Companies Act, Trade Act, etc.

(b) The institution/organization should have a governing council or managing committee to monitor the programs of the Community College, where in a University nominee should be nominated in the later stage after the approval of the University.

(c) Any organization interested shall offer any collaborative and innovative programs directed towards the needs of the community and also they can devise and develop a program of their interest which will be approved by the University.

(d) The organization should create a basic endowment fund in the form of fixed deposit of Rs. 50,000/- in the joint names of Chairman/Secretary of the organization and the Registrar of the Bharathiar University in any nationalized bank.

(e) The Community College should have qualified faculty members to teach the courses offered by them and their qualification to be approved by the University. The Community College should have a separate office and a library with relevant books and journals for each of the Programs.

(f) The Community College should have a permanent/leased building with adequate classroom for conducting the programs.

(g) The Community College shall withdraw the course and introduce another course at any time without affecting the student’s interest. However, they should pay the prescribed fees and show the infrastructural facilities and qualified faculty members for the new course.

(h) The Community College should provide prescribed and appropriate instruments and computational facilities to the students for the conduct of the course.

(i) The Community College should provide prescribed and appropriate instruments and computational facilities to the students for the conduct of the course.

(j) The Community College should follow the course curriculum approved by the University and the regulation prescribed thereof.

(k) The Community College should sign a MOU with the university with mutually agreeable conditions.

(l) The university has right to withdraw the approval of Community College whenever the university finds any irregularity or violation of condition in the functioning of the community college.

The University prescribes the following fee for the approval of the Community College and recognition of the courses.

Whenever the word University comes in this MOU it implies Bharathiar University – Community College Consultancy Centre (CCCC).

1.0 ADMISSION PROCEDURES 


Application and Prospectus bearing the seal and logo of the Bharathiar University shall be prepared with the approval of the Bharathiar University,  printed at their cost and sold by ----------------------------------------- ( approved Community College) at their centre.   

 1.1 ACADEMIC PROGRAMS – COURSE OF STUDY

The classes for the above said courses shall by conducted by the --------------------- (Approved Community College).  The course materials shall be provided by the ---------------------------------------- (approved Community College) only with proper approval of the University.   The entire expenses of the course materials, practicals, tours, demonstrations, etc. shall be borne by ---------------------------------- (Approved Community College).

1.2 EXAMINATIONS

The University shall closely monitor the programs offered at the ------------------------------ (approved Community College) and take appropriate measures to ensure the quality of the agreed programs.  Dates and schedule of Examinations for the courses shall be announced by the University at appropriate time during the semester.  The centers of examination and valuation of answer scripts and centre for Practicals shall be assigned by the University.

Examination fees will be fixed by the University as per norms approved by the competent body of the University.  The fees shall be paid in the form of Demand Draft drawn in favor of “Bharathiar University, Coimbatore-641 046”. 

2.0 RESPONSIBILITIES OF APPROVED COMMUNIATY COLLEGE
2.1 The organization that ventures for Community College shall provide infrastructure facilities including classrooms, laboratories, equipments, analytical tools and aids, library and qualified staff.  They should also arrange for linkages with the industries, institutions and workshops that will provide necessary practical and work skill training to the students.

2.2 The ----------------------------- (approved Community College) shall provide facilities for boarding and lodging of students, counseling and guidance on courses are to be added as per norms of the University.   

2.3 The ------------------------------- (approved Community College) shall not at any time for any reasons cause to the University any situation leading to legal implications.
2.4 The application and prospectus for admission shall be prepared by the --------------------------(approved Community College).  They shall be sold by the ------------------------------(approved Community College).

2.5 The ----------------------------------- (approved Community College) shall appoint qualified and experienced persons as faculty members.  The CV of such persons will be furnished to the University.  The University shall have the right to approved or disapproved the qualification and experience of the persons appointed by the -------------------------------- (approved Community College) for handing theory and practical classes.

2.6 The ------------------------------------- (approved Community College) shall prepare study materials as per guidelines of the University and obtain the consent of the University before they are distributed to the students.  The cost of production and distribution of study materials will be borne by ------------------------ (approved Community College).

2.7 The internal evaluation as part of the examination work like classroom tests, assignments, seminars, etc., will be done by the ------------------------- (approved Community College) and the reports submitted to the University periodically.

2.8 The expenses in connection with regular lectures, practicals, remuneration to teaching faculty and supporting staff, internal evaluation will be borne by  the ---------------------------------------- (approved Community College).

2.9 The --------------------------------- (approved Community College) shall not collect any amount under any head(s) other than the prescribed fee(s) from the students joining the courses.

3.0.
RESONSIBILITIES OF THE UNIVERSITY
3.1
The University shall be responsible for all administrative work, mainly, collection of examination fees, conduct of examinations and award of certificates/diplomas/degrees.

3.2.
The syllabi shall be framed by the University.  In this regard, the suggestions offered by the ---------------------- (approved Community College) will be taken into consideration, wherever necessary.

3.3
The University shall monitor the quality of the programs through persons appointed by it for the purpose.

3.4
The MOU shall be valid for a period of three years from this date and can be renewed for a further period of three years on mutual consent.  The University shall review the progress of the courses during the period of study.

3.5
In respect of any change in the venue, course, syllabi, eligibility, admission, collection of fee and schemes of examinations, etc., the decision of the University is final.

3.6
The University shall inspect the venue of programs periodically in respect of the infrastructure facilities including qualified staff for teaching and training so as to ensure that the same is confirmed to the standards of the University and any directions issued from time to time by the University shall be carried out by --------------------------------- (approved Community College).

3.7
The University shall have the full powers to review the running of each course or courses and if the University comes to the conclusions that the running of  the course is not satisfactory, the University is entitled to disassociate itself from the course or courses and the -------------------------- (approved Community College) shall not be entitled to any payment towards damages or otherwise for their having invested any money in providing the buildings infrastructures, etc., which they have agreed to provide.

JOINT RESPONSIBILITIES 

4.1. Any expansion or modification relating to the academic programs shall be decided
